Paul Hanson introduced our program speaker, Doug 
Fronius, Chief Engineer, Advanced Concepts Air and Land, 
with Northrup Grumman in San Diego. Doug is also a well 
known local pilot, both power and glider, and son of Bob 
Fronius a deceased life member of Chapter 14. Doug 
covered unmanned aircraft development, specifically the 
Global Hawk which replaced the U-2, the Fire Scout an 

unmanned helicopter, and the UCAS-D (X-47B) an 
unmanned fighter/interceptor. The unmanned aircraft are 
controlled by onboard computers with remote pilots 
providing guidance. One of their advantages is greatly 
increased range and time on station as there is no pilot on 
board with fatigue limits. The Global Hawk flies at 60,000 
feet with 36 hour range and a variety of sensors and 
weapons. In flight refueling is also used. It was an amazing 
look into the future. Chief Chef Larry Rothrock once again 
prepared lunch, three kinds of lasagna, salad, rolls, and 
pears.

Tower Chief Karsky  Chef Larry 
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January 30:  January ended for the Saturday lunch fly in at 
EAA Chapter 14, Brown Field on a beautiful day, with an 
excellent lunch, hosted by Gayl and Ann Boddy, and the 
battle of the blimps sallying forth right from our “front 
yard”. Some 30 diners enjoyed the build your own Dagwood 
of turkey, ham, roast beef, and cheese, beans, potato salad, 
green salad and ice cream. We also enjoyed the show from 
our resident MetLife blimp, and a new airship located on 
“Old Charlie” and the south end of our parking ramp. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The new airship is huge compared to the MetLife blimp. I 
believe it came down from San Francisco area for the golf 
tournament in progress at Torrey Pines. Identified with a 
large sign “Farmers” on one side, two lateral engines, and 
one engine with a vertical and horizontal propeller on the 
extreme rear end, and a rigid structure rather than gas 
pressure only, to give it its shape, it is sleek.  
I believe it is called a Zeppelin NT (NT for new 
technology), can carry 12 passengers, has a top speed of 78 
and cruises at 35 to 40 mph. It has a mobile mast truck, an 
impressive, large vehicle with hydraulic outriggers and 
tower which is quickly set up or moved about as needed and 
using vectored thrust from three engines, the airship ascends 
and descends vertically in a horizontal attitude. Old Charlie 
was a “life saver” for the operation with just enough solid 
open space, as Brown Field is largely a swamp after the 
recent rains, evidenced by several deep ruts where vehicles 
attempted to drive off the paved surface and had to be towed 
out.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Other flight operations contributing to the Saturday 
spectacle were Chris Puntis shooting landings in the Sonex, 
several Marine F18’s blasting off, an ancient Marine SNJ 
warbird practicing landings, all a fitting end to January. 
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Long Landings at SDM:  With an 8000’ runway, small 
aircraft have lots of options on where to put the airplane 
down on the runway.  Keep in mind that ATC expects 
airplanes to land in the vicinity of the numbers of 26 or 8 
generally within the first 1000’ of the runway for normal 
operations.  If you are planning to land long, please make 
your request early.  On initial call is suggested.  Due to ATC 
separation rules, a long landing can cause others to go 
around or be delayed for departure under some 
circumstances if we don’t know in advance.   

 If you missed the January meeting, I announced that I will 
be heading back to Phoenix Feb 1 so this will be my last 
submission to the newsletter.  I live in Phoenix and have 
been commuting to San Diego.  Starting Feb 1, SDM will be 
reducing its staffing by one person, so that means someone 
has to go.  We don’t have anyone currently trying to transfer 
anywhere and I was planning to go back to Phoenix at the 
end of 2010 anyway.  So, it’s a little sooner than I had 
expected, but this way no one loses their job.  GYR tower is 
short staffed and has been for quite some time so that is my 
next stop.  If you fly to Phoenix for any reason, stop into 
GYR and say hello!  I’ll certainly miss the delicious lunches 
you serve up and working with some of the finest fliers in 
the sky!  EAA Chapter 14 is a San Diego gem! Please give 
Anthony Remington a warm welcome when he assumes the 
Manager job.

He received extensive 
training in sea survival, jungle survival, desert survival and 
cold weather survival during his twenty two years of active 
duty.) 

Throughout your initial and recurrent training pilot training, 
you are taught and re-taught how to deal with aircraft 
emergencies. The Prime Directive is to get the aircraft on the 
ground as intact as possible with minimal damage to the 
occupants. 

Lunch heroes – Gayl and Anne Boddy 
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Now that you have the aircraft on the ground and stopped, 
how are you going to survive? How are you going to assist 
in being rescued in a minimal amount of time? Common 
sense, a few inexpensive and lightweight items, and current 
technology are key to survival and rescue. 

When flying out for the weekend $100 hamburger, it is very 
easy to be far from civilization in a very short period of 
time, even if flying a J-3 Cub or an Aeronca Champ. Even 
though you were just flying “over the hill” to the next 
airport, were you prepared in the event something unplanned 
occurred? 

Any aircraft departing on a short cross country flight should 
have at least minimal survival equipment on board. A 
survival kit should suit the terrain of the flight and the 
number of persons on board. A survival kit need not be 
elaborate, large, or heavy, and a small backpack can be used 
to hold everything. 

As you know, survivability requires Shelter, Water and 
Food.  Rescue usually requires signaling. 

Shelter: Simple and inexpensive things such as lawn and 
leaf bags can provide shelter in many ways, such as a 
makeshift rain suit, a sunshade, a ground cloth, and even a 
method for collecting and storing water. Always carry some 
type of jacket and head covering. Think about how complex 
or how simple you want to be with your shelter equipment, 
and pack appropriately. I think any survival kit should have 
at least a dozen large lawn and leaf bags in it.  

WATER:  You should always carry water in your airplane. 
It is the simplest of survival items, and one without which 
the body cannot function. Most folks just carry bottled 
water, but you can also purchase water in sealed survival 
pouches to be left in the airplane for long periods of time. 
Water can be purified through an inexpensive survival straw, 
but that may not help if you are in the middle of the desert.  

FOOD: You don’t have to be elaborate with food items. 
You could purchase military “MRE” meals, or dehydrated 
food from a camping store. But, for the weekend flyer, 
perhaps a jar of peanut butter and a handful of Power Bars 
will fill the bill. Sufficient food takes little space and can be 
stored for long periods of time. 

MEDICATION:  Be sure you carry the medications that 
might be needed for you or your passengers on every flight, 
in case you have unintended delays. Band aids, aspirin, tape, 
and a few other medical items you deem appropriate are of 
great value in a survival situation, and you probably already 
have plenty in your home. Small medical kits are available 
on line from a variety of sources. 

SIGNALING:  Technology makes this fairly easy. Your cell 
phone won’t work everywhere, but take it with you. It might 
work when you need it. Be sure the cell phone is turned off 
during the flight so you don’t wear the battery down. If you 
have a satellite phone, take it with you. A PLB (personal 
locator beacon) is a handy thing to have. There is now an 
inexpensive PLB available that fits in your shirt pocket!  It 
sells for $300 or less, operates on 406 MHz and contains and 
transmits your location using GPS technology. If you have a 
handheld GPS in the airplane, it will provide your 
coordinates if you can use your cell phone or handheld radio 
to talk to others. Remember that commercial airliners and 
military aircraft “guard” 121.5 at all times. And, they fly 
high, so even if you are in a valley you may be able to 
transmit to them in the blind. Be sure you carry spare 
batteries for all your portable equipment.  Something as 
simple as a shiny “space blanket”, available in every 
camping store for less than $5 makes an excellent signaling 
device. 

BASIC ITEMS:  A Swiss Army knife or Leatherman Tool, 
a strong LED flashlight, waterproof matches, trash bags, a 
roll of duct tape and some nylon rope. A waterproof aircraft 
survival manual created by the U.S. Air Force is available 
on line for less than $15. An excellent survival guide is 
available in a deck of card format. It is small, waterproof 
and easy to carry. The value of these survival manuals is that 
they help you focus on the important issues at hand, as well 
as providing survival information you would not otherwise 
know. 

You can easily and inexpensively put together a basic 
survival kit that weighs ten pounds or less. A trip to the local 
Wal-Mart camping department can just about fill up your 
survival kit. 

Of course you need to check your survival kit at regular 
intervals and replace time limited items such as food and 
batteries. I go through mine each year when I remove it from 
the aircraft during the annual. 
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Operation Raincheck has resumed at Miramar Tracon after 
being suspended since 9/11.  Tours of the facility are 
conducted on designated Saturdays at 10:00 AM.  For 
information, contact SOCAL at 858-537-5900.  You will 
need to identify yourself as a pilot and give them the license 
number of the vehicle you will be driving.  They will 
provide time, date and directions.
