The speaker for the day was Chapter Member Bruce Boland, 
Board Member of the San Diego County Regional Airport 
Authority who covered planning for Lindberg Field where a 
one billion dollar project is in progress. The plans call for a 
third passenger terminal alongside of terminal 2, elevated 
roadways for embarking and arriving passengers, 16 acres of 
additional aircraft parking on the west end of the field for 
aircraft, provisions for the new Boeing 787 Dream Liner 
which can fly nonstop to Europe or Asia from San Diego, 
and a new USO facility.   

Bruce covered the many problems encountered, answered 
questions, presented videos, and displayed an extensive 
knowledge and experience of the subject. Really held our 
attention.

February General Meeting – Jesse Clark 
sharing Young Eagles information 
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 plans to move from the west line. Dennis Cullum has 
“pulled” his new engine recently installed on the RV3 after a 
very short flight as the oil pressure dropped indicating a 
serious problem.  

Rob North reported that long time member and ultra-lite 
pilot Mits Hosaka passed away Friday. Mits was one of our 
faithful Saturday diners and we shall miss him. 
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Greetings everyone.  I am happy to report that the heavy 
construction work for the ongoing airfield electrical upgrade 
is complete.  However, there is still a fair amount of work 
that needs to be done, such as the installation of additional 
signs and light fixtures.  I anticipate the system to be up and 
running in approximately two months. 

Removal of the gypsum pile from the former ORW site has 
begun.  This project is being funded primarily through a 
grant from the State of California.  I expect this work to take 
approximately two months. 

I would like to ask for your assistance on the issue of 
improving ramp safety.  I notice many tenants and users 
utilizing the aircraft ramp instead of the street as a means to 
drive to and from their hangar or aircraft.  While it is more 
convenient, it increases congestion and the possibility of a 
collision.  It also increases the risk of an incursion.  In the 
interest of preventing an aircraft/vehicle collision, please 
utilize the surface streets to maximum extent possible.  Enter 
and exit the ramp at the closest ramp access point to your 
hangar or aircraft.  Turn on your hazard lights and be sure to 
look in all directions, including up, for aircraft.  Keep your 
speeds at or below 15 MPH and stop prior to passing the 
hangars nearest the taxiway.    Finally, do not cross the non-
movement area boundary line.  Thank you for your 
assistance.  Please contact me at (619) 424-0456 if you have 
any questions or comments 
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If you own an aircraft that is 35 years or older or is a replica 
of a plane designed 35 or more years ago then you are 
eligible for a tax exemption.  This includes replicas of home 
built aircraft.  To get your exemption you must file with the 
county tax assessor.  The first year there is a $35 charge.  
After that you just have to file the paper work that you have 
displayed the plane at one of the places that the county 
authorizes.  The web site to locate these is 
http://www.sdcounty.ca.gov/dpw/airports.html   Their phone 
number is 858-505-6151. 

EAA chapter 14 is one of the sites where you can get your 
sign-offs but there are many other sites available.  You don't 
have to be a member to get the sign offs but we hope you 
choose to join us and decide to join if you are not already a 
member.  To get signed off at EAA Ch. 14 you need to bring 
your plane to our Saturday meetings at Brown Field on the 
second or third Saturday of each month and find a chapter 
board member there to sign it off for you.  There are always 
several board members available.  Try to arrive between 9 
AM and Noon.  If you are a chapter member and in a hanger 
at our site, you must make sure your hanger is open so that 
the public is able to view your plane.  If you fly your plane 
in but forget your sign-off paper work, make sure you sign 
our guest roster located in hanger 1 where we have lunch 
and have a board member witness your entry by initialing 
the roster.  This way we will have a record of your aircraft 
being there and being seen by a board member.  We can then 
check the roster later and sign your paper work for that date.

In the '60s I had the privilege of a flight in a Bocian high-
performance glide with the renowned glider and Air Show 
pilot, Derek Pigott.  He told me to put on some bank and 
keep the nose on the horizon without using any rudder.  I 
duly did so and put on 25 degrees of bank to the left 
following which the nose travelled steadily round the 
horizon to the right!  Adverse yaw, resulting from more drag 
from the downgoing aileron than the upgoing one and 
producing yaw in the opposite direction to bank, is 
exaggerated by a high aspect ratio wing as the ailerons, far 
out from the fuselage, have more leverage than with a short 
span wing.  Consequently, glider pilots know all about it, 
but jet-jockeys with several thousand hours on supersonic 
fighters may be unfamiliar with its effects. 

Effective and user-friendly controls did not come easily.  
The Wrights used wing warping which produces bad 
adverse yaw while Henri Farman used free floating ailerons 
which hung down under their weight, on the ground.  They 
were held up by air pressure in flight whilst use of the stick 
pulled them down.  This produced very bad adverse yaw and 
as the use of rudder was not fully understood, control was 
very difficult with the result that many of "Those 
Magnificent Men " paid the price in full. 

A few years back, I read an article about clearing modern 
pilots to fly the historic aircraft of the Shuttleworth Trust.  
The SE 5 has ailerons which move up and down an equal 
amount.  As a result all turns have to be "balanced" with

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rudder to avoid side slip.  This produced problems for our 
jet-jockeys. 

After World War I, thoughts turned to "Flying for the 
Masses." One of the results of this was the Lympne Light 
Aeroplane Contest of 1924. Geoffrey de Havilland entered 
the DH 53 Humming Bird, the intention being to produce a 
light aircraft that an ordinary man could fly and this was the 
first aircraft that I know of, to have "differential ailerons." 

A few years back, at the Wanaka Air Show, I was discussing 
this point with some very knowledgeable New Zealand 
modellers. No one knew quite how the ailerons worked so 
the next morning we went to look for a friendly Tiger and 
found one belonging to a local chocolate factory. The pilot 
was no wiser. As far as he was concerned, you pushed the 
stick to the left and it banked left; to the right and it banked 
right. I therefore watched the right aileron while he moved 
the stick for us. Stick right, the aileron went up. Stick full 
right, it went right up. Stick left, the aileron went down, 
stick full left - IT CAME BACK UP TO NEUTRAL. 

As in the Humming Bird, in the Tiger, the aileron is driven 
by a circular crank but the aileron push rod is attached 45° 
forward of the transverse datum. The crank moves 90° in 
EACH direction, thus giving the differential effect, 
combating adverse yaw and making the aircraft easier to fly. 

Incidentally, the Belgian STAMPE was based on the Tiger 
Moth but was a much better aerobatic aircraft. It did not 
have the differential system which makes the Tiger easier to 
fly in normal conditions but does funny things when you are 
upside down. 
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Maureen O'Connor, Public Access Defibrillation Program 
Manager (PAD Manager), will speak at EAA Chapter 14 
immediately after lunch on March 20th.  We plan on the talk 
starting no later than 12:30 PM. 

Maureen is a vital part of this program and to help us 
understand the AED better, she will bring mannequins on 
which we can practice.  I know her professionally and 
Maureen is a good speaker and paramedic, cool in 
emergencies; the more tense the situation, the more relaxed 
she seems.   

All of us need to know of this wonderful device and how 
easy it is to use.  Our Chapter members have learned to fly, 
survive many very difficult events in their lives, build 
machines that defy gravity – we can all master this simple 
box that will not let us harm anyone and may well save 
someone’s life.  
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February's Young Eagle Flight Day brought eight Young 
Eagles.  Gerry Boughner, Lynn Madden and Ryan were the 
pilots that morning.  Alan Sparks handled the Young Eagle 
registrations and gave the safety briefing and airplane 
overview talks.  Everyone had a fun time flying that day. 

Looking ahead, June 12 is International Young Eagles Day.  
While this is also Chapter 14's regular Flight Day, we are 
looking at ways to make this day stand out even more.  One 
way is to spread the word and get as many Young Eagles to 
register and fly that day.  Spreading the word will include a 
media campaign with press releases and invitations to local 
youth groups.  You can help as well by talking to people that 
you know and inviting them to register.  Anyone  interested 
should be encouraged to contact Jesse Clark so that we can 
better determine how many will be participating that day. 

The Chapter 14 Young Eagles program is also proud to be 
supporting the San Diego Air and Space Museum's 
AeroSummer Camps for the second year.  Chapter 14 will 
sponsor a scholarship for a deserving young person.  Other 
opportunities to support the summer camps are being 
worked out, but are likely to include visits by camp 
attendees with airplane tours and Young Eagle flights.

Gerry Boughner and Young Eagles 
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If you enjoyed Chuck McGill’s excellent article on survival 
last month, check out one of the books we have in the 
reference section of the library in Hangar 1.  Called How to 
Survive on Land and Sea – Individual Survival, it was 
issued by the U.S. Navy in 1943.  Published long before the 
current spate of so-called “survival” TV shows, this one is 
the real deal.   

The preface states that “This manual on survival has been 
prepared for the specific purpose of teaching trainees sound 
and tried methods of surviving on both land and sea . . . it is 
both desirable and essential that all aviation personnel 
become familiar with the material in this manual in order 
that if the occasion arises, they may put this material to 
practical use in overcoming the forces of nature . . . and 
return safely to live and fight again.”  

And the book provides plenty of material to enable someone 
to do that.  After providing some basic survival hints, it gets 
right into Orientation and Traveling, discussing, among 
other topics, celestial guides, keeping a course, how to move 
through jungle brush, dense wood, or mangrove swamps, 
how to travel in bogs and quicksand and how to work a boat 
seaward through surf.  Actual photos of airman swimming 
through muck or glissading down a snowfield provide 
concrete evidence of the rigors of the survival class.  Along 
the way, the section also covers care of the feet, signaling, 
climbing trees and mountain sickness.  Next comes a section 
on finding water, getting water from plants, roots and vines 
and clearing muddy water (tie a handful of grass in the shape 
of a cone, dip the cone into the puddle then flick it upward 
and out – the water trickles down through the small end of 
the cone).  The dangers of drinking impure water are 
covered, along with how to evict guinea worms that were 
swallowed with the bad water (once the blister-like lesions 
on the lower extremities are noticeable, submerge yourself 
in water.  When the worm protrudes its tail to eject eggs or 
larvae, it can be pinched and cautiously drawn out).   

Much of the book contains information on utilizing wild 
plant or animal food, including such topics as making 
makeshift fishing nets, twisting fishing line from bark, and 
smoke-drying meat.  I found the section on identifying wild 
plant food especially interesting because each edible plant 
discussed contained an illustration and a clear description 
(including how to identify poisonous mushrooms).  Pictures 
of makeshift fish hooks and multiple figures of traps caught 
my eye too, including an ingenious method of making a 
tripod smeared with bird lime (made from plant sap) and 
baited with a mole cricket.  The sections on such 
environmental hazards as insects, poisonous snakes and 

lizards contain pictures or illustrations as well and made for 
fascinating, though sometimes frightening, reading. 

The book ends with instructions on how to conduct a 
Survival Training Program – and it contains specific 
procedures, like these for Rope Work:  “Hike to cliff, 
quarry, canyon . .  where there is a steep or perpendicular 
drop of 20 to 30 feet.  Divide the battalion into platoons and 
demonstrate rappelling and climbing in a Spanish bowline.  
Let each cadet rappel down the drop.  Demonstrate how a 
rope can be made from parachute shroud lines.” 

While published by the government to meet a specific need 
in our nation’s history, the information contained in this 
book is as relevant today as it was 67 years ago.  Check it 
out and enjoy a fascinating book.   
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Safety: Pete talked to the Airport about the Tower’s concern 
that some pilots departing EAA were getting on the taxiway 
without first getting permission from the Tower.  The airport 
plans on painting some lines and placing a keep clear notice 
in the appropriate location.   
Young Eagles:  Jesse reported that we had had another good 
month in January, flying 19 Young Eagles.  He is looking 
into some additional programs to build on the extra 
enthusiasm displayed by some Young Eagles.  .  
Hangar Manager: Ryan thanked Ron and Roy for encasing 
the door balance weight.   
Programs:  Mark Albert has agreed to speak on composite 
construction in March or April; Gerry volunteered to give a 
talk on covering in March.  Larry reiterated the need for a 
Director to take the lead in organizing programs.  Kerry 
stepped up to the plate and said he would take on the 
responsibility.   
Defibrillator Training : Chris negotiated an excellent 
arrangement with Project Heartbeat.  We can apply for a 
grant so our yearly cost will be only $37 a year.  We now 
only have to have 1 person certified at a cost of $25.  Other 
Chapter members can take the course as well; Scott, Larry 
and Ron all indicated an interest.  Gene Lenard volunteered 
to fill out the grant papers and serve as our Chapter 
representative.  The Board expressed appreciation to Chris 
for making these arrangements and to Gene for following 
through on them.
